Tuition: 
The full tuition cost for providing a St. Columban School education for the 
academic year is $5,135.00 per student in grades 1-8.  If you are an active 
parishioner, you are eligible for the parish subsidized tuition rate listed below: 
 
       One child:  $  3,535.00 
      Two children:  $  6,716.50 (10% off of 2nd child) 
       Three children: $  9,721.25 (15% off of 3rd child) 
        Four children: $12,549.25 (20% off of 4th child) 
        Five children:  $15,377.25 (20% off of 5th child) 
 
 
Kindergarten classes are available in the morning and afternoon for half day 
sessions.  Kindergarten tuition is $2,600.00 (parishioners) and $2,800.00  
(non-parishioners). 
 
 
Limited tuition assistance is available for active parishioners in need.  There is an 
application process that must be completed prior to being considered for 
assistance.

Registration: 
New student registration week is January 31st through February 3rd.  Acceptance 
letters for grades 1-8, based on the priority admission list, will be mailed by April 
1st; however, preliminary acceptance letters for kindergarten will be mailed by 
March 1st.  After the acceptance letters have been prepared, all other 
registrations will be considered independently.  School tours can be arranged 
and questions can be answered by calling Mrs. Beth Hensley in the school office 
at (513) 683-7903 or at bhensley@saintcolumbanschool.org. 
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
